Young
people in Alateen meet to discuss their common problems, exchange experiences, and
encourage one another. They help each other |earn effective ways of coping with their own
personal problems and they find that applying the Al-Anon/Alateen principles can help them in
their daily lives.

Alateen is a part of Al-Anon, and has an adult Al-Anon member present to actively sponsor
each meeting. There are no dues or fees for membership and no appointment is required.
